Assessment System

The final scores for all subjects are
based on 50% from continuous College
assessments and 50% from external
examinations with the exception of
Fast-Track, which is 100% examination.

WAUFP

To gain admission to university from the
WAUFP a student needs to achieve:

a) ascore of at least 50% in ELACS and
b) a Combined Percentage Score (CPS)
in three selected academic subjects
that meet the requirement for entry
to the particular course of study at
university. If a student chooses to study
four subjects, the three highest scoring

subjects will be averaged to calculate
the CPS.

Final subject scores are normally available
within one month of completing the
WAUFP.

At that time the universities will make
formal offers of places to successful
students.

YEAR 12 TEE PROGRAM

Arrangements for students undertaking
the Year 12 TEE Program are slightly
different. The requirements are similar in
that students must gain 50% in English or
English Literature or approximately 58% in
ESL to meet the literacy requirement for
university entrance. Students then need to
attain similar average scores similar to that
required in the WAUFP in the 4 or 5 other
academic subjects they have selected to
study.

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ENROLMENT INFORMATION AND PROCEDURES

Documentation

To apply for enrolment in either of the
Colleges, you are required to provide:

m Certified translated copies of the
following:

a) birth certificate;

b) most recent national or state
certificates of education received
form public examinations

c) the last two school reports,
particularly any that relate to
preliminary or forecast results; and

d) evidence of competency in English
such as TOEFL, IELTS, or other
certificates or school results.

B One passport-size photograph

A fully completed Application Form

On the back of the Application Form there
is some important information concerning
the Conditions of Application. This should
be read carefully and signed by the
applicant. If the applicant is under 18
years of age the form must be signed by
their parent or guardian.

Application Procedures:

a) Take the documentation as outlined
(left) to one of the Colleges’ authorised
local representatives for assessment or
send it to the College of the student's
choice.

If the information provided meets the

Colleges’ entry requirements, an Offer

of a Place will be issued to the student

by the College or by the Colleges’
local representative.

c) The Colleges’ local representatives
will assist with the completion of
the enrolment and payment of the
required fees.

d) The Bond, Course Fee and Overseas
Student Health Cover (OSHC) charge
should be paid in sufficient time to
obtain a student visa. This means that
these fees should be paid at least six
to eight weeks before the program
commences. Tuart College students
can pay the OSHC on arrival at the
College. Payments should be made
to the relevant College by bank draft
or telegraphic transfer in Australian
dollars.

e) When the Bond, Course Fees and
OSHC charge are received, an
electronic Confirmation of Enrolment
(eCoE) form will be issued by the
College or by the Colleges’ local
representative.

f) The Colleges’ local representative
will provide advice and assistance
to complete all of these tasks and
refer students to the local visa issuing
authority.

Student Visa Information

Detailed information on all aspects of
student visas is available at the website
of the Department of Immigration and
Citizenship (DIAC):

Courses in this prospectus are visa
sub-class 571 Schools. Student visa
applications must comply with the
requirements as outlined on Form 157A.

For a student applying for a visa outside
Australia, the visa is issued by DIAC
through the relevant Australian Diplomatic
Mission. A student within Australia is
required to apply at the nearest DIAC
office. Applicants may apply directly

or through a registered agent of the
Colleges. Agents are recommended as
they have the knowledge and experience
to manage the student visa policies and
processes applied by DIAC.

The main documents required when
applying for a student visa are:

m Letter of Offer.

®  Electronic Confirmation of Enrolment
(eCoE) —issued after required fees are
paid to the College.

B Medical examination results.

Proof of acceptable OSHC.

B Proof of financial capacity to pay
course fees and living expenses.

B For under 18 aged students, proof of
acceptable care arrangements.

Visa Conditions

All international students must be in
possession of a valid and current student
visa while studying at either Canning
College or Tuart College.

Student visas are granted with conditions;
below is a sample of the general conditions
applying to a student visa.

The College at which the student is
studying is required by law to report

to DIAC any breaches of student visa
conditions. DIAC officers will decide on
the nature of any further action.

Visa application processes and conditions
may vary according to the assessment
level of the student’s country of origin.
Students from AL 3 and 4 countries must
undertake a Pre-Visa Assessment prior

to the lodgement of the student visa
application. This process can take up to
10 weeks. A student must not pay course
fees until the PVA process is completed
and the student has received a letter from
DIAC granting permission to confirm
enrolment at the College.

The student visa is usually issued for

the duration of the course. A student is
required to apply for a new visa or leave
Australia before the current visa expires.

For further clarification please contact DIAC.

Condition Number Condition

8202 A student must be enrolled full-time in a CRICOS registered course. A student must maintain satisfactory
attendance — 80% or more of all scheduled classes. A student must maintain satisfactory academic progress.

8206 A student must remain enrolled with the initial provider for 6 months or for the duration of the course if the
course is less than 6 months in length. If a student has been granted a visa to undertake two or more registered
courses, the student must remain with the education provider of the principal course for at least 6 months.

8501 A student must maintain adequate arrangements for health insurance for the duration of the stay in Australia.

8532 A student who has not turned 18 years of age must maintain accommodation, support and general welfare
arrangements that have been approved by the education provider. Such arrangements cannot be changed
without written approval of the education provider.

8533 A student must notify the education provider of the residential address within 7 days of arrival in Australia. A

student must notify the education provider of any change to the residential address within 7 days of the change.

Deferment

Under special circumstances a student
may defer studies until the next
commencement of the relevant course.
Any unused fees can be retained by

the College and credited towards the
next relevant course. If the student
subsequently withdraws from the College,
then, the Refund Policy conditions will
apply from the date when the deferment
was granted.

Applications for deferment must be
submitted in writing to the International
Student Office.

Special Leave

All students are expected to attend
scheduled classes. A student may apply
for special leave of absence at times
outside normal vacations. Special leave
may be granted on the basis of significant
health or family reasons. An application
must be submitted in writing to the
International Student Office

Change of Provider

Change of Provider processes are subject
to DIAC regulations (see Condition 8206).

A student wanting to change provider
must submit the request in writing and
provide a copy of the offer from the
other provider. The College may approve
an application to change provider in
exceptional circumstances.

Package Programs

Package programs are when courses from
different institutions are combined to
create an individual pathway to meet a
student's requirements.

All package programs are subject to
relevant DIAC requirements.

A package program can include: a
College component plus an ELICOS and/
or university component.

DIAC allows a maximum of three linked
eCoEs.

No Application Fee

The Colleges do not charge an
application fee.

College Fees

The two charges required by the Colleges are:

a) A bond of A$500 that is available to
the student in the case of a financial
emergency. This bond is refunded to
the student at the completion of their
studies at the Colleges.

Conditions for Applying for
a Refund

The following refunds apply:

a) Studentis denied a visa by the
Australian Government. Refund of all
fees less an administration fee of up to
A$230.

b) Student withdraws or transfers more
than 10 weeks before the program
commences. Refund of all fees paid
less an administration fee of up to 10%
or $1000.00, whichever is the lesser).

c) Student loses Good Standing
status due to failure to comply with
attendance, behaviour or subject
work requirements (including meeting
assignment deadlines, sitting for
scheduled tests and examinations);
all fees for the current semester
are forfeited and standard refund
policy conditions are applied to any
subsequent semesters.

d) Student withdraws or transfers:

Program duration less than 10 weeks

e) Bond refunds are made at the
conclusion of the designated program.
Refund is in full, less any monies owed
to the College.

f) This agreement, and the availability
of complaints and appeals processes,
does not remove the right to take
further action under Australia’s
consumer protection laws or general
legal processes.

Please note that additional information on any of these matters can be obtained from the International Office (details below).

1. Bond
A$500 refundable bond is required by the Department of Education and Training and must be paid with course fees prior to
enrolment.
The Bond, minus any monies owing to the College, will be refunded on completion of the course.

2. Course fee
Course fees and Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC) are to be paid at least one month prior to the commencement date
of the course (Canning College), or on arrival in Australia (Tuart College). All payments are to be made in Australian dollars
and payable to the College. The electronic Confirmation of Enrolment (eCoE) will then be issued and visa procedures may be
completed.
Late payment of fees — A$200 penalty fee applies to any fees received two weeks after the due payment date.
Course commencement may be denied if required fees are not paid.

3. Orientation Program
Attendance at this program is compulsory for all new students from overseas. For students who have previously studied in
Australia, attendance is optional but highly recommended. The cost is included in the course fee.

4. Accommodation
The College will provide accommodation at the designated venue during the orientation program and will assist students in
finding suitable accommodation for the remaining enrolment period.

5. Excursion Permission
The student may attend any excursion organised and approved by College staff as part of the Orientation, teaching/learning or
recreation programs. For students under 18 years of age, a permission form must be signed by the parent(s), guardian or carer.

6. Termination of Study
Failure to abide by the College’s and / or Government regulations may result in termination of enrolment.

7. Under 18 aged students.
For the care and well-being of students, they are required to adhere to the College’s policy and procedures for students under
18 years of age.

8. Grievances
Policy and procedure documents are issued during Orientation and are available on the College website.
If grievances cannot be resolved internally and where disputes may require a negotiated settlement, the student can access the
Conciliator, appointed by the Western Australian government. This agreement does not remove the right of the student to take
action under Australian consumer protection laws.

9. School-Aged Dependants
Students with school-aged dependants (children) are required to pay full fees (ranging from about A$6000 to A$18000 per year)
if they are enrolled in non-government or government schools.

10. Personal Information
As a registered provider, the College is required to provide certain information about students to various government
departments in accordance with the requirements of the ESOS Act. Such departments include Department of Immigration
and Medibank Private where information regarding enrolment changes and breaches of attendance/academic performance
requirements must be reported as required in the ESOS Act. Students are required to notify the College of any change of
address or contact details.

11. Application Information
Information presented with an application must be true and correct. An enrolment may be terminated if incorrect information is
provided.

12. Urgent Medical Care
In the event of circumstances requiring urgent medical care and it is not possible to contact the parent/guardian, the College is
authorised to seek and provide appropriate medical treatment.
